LIFE Class 104 -   In Christ: Acceptance and Righteousness
(9-08)

Goal:  To examine and accept one’s total righteousness in Christ and work of regeneration, and to see that this is tied completely to one’s new identity as a child of God.

I. Use of the phrase “IN Christ” 

A. appears 54 times in the NT 

(or its equivalent In Him, In Whom, In the Beloved, In the Son, In Jesus, In Himself, In Life, or In the Lord) describing what the Believer possesses as a result of his/her union with Christ. 

B. More than four times as often as the Scripture refers to Christ being “in us.”

II.  “IN” 

A.  Denoting of a fixed position in place, time, or state. 

B.  Mt 2:1 -  Now after Jesus was born in Bethlehem (position in place) of Judea in the days of Herod (position in time).
C. IN Christ” is a position in state.

IV. Regeneration

A. Definition – the act whereby God imparts life.

B. Distinction between Conversion and Regeneration 

1. Conversion - refers to the response of the human being to the Spirit of God’s invitation to the gift of salvation.  

2. Regeneration  - is the work of the Spirit performed on the human being whereby He imparts the very life (zoe) of God, by first, crucifying his/her old self (man) on the cross with Christ that he/she may no longer exist in his/her flesh; then resurrecting this new creation (a new spirit to be joined to the Spirit of God) in Spiritual Oneness.  Therefore, the human being is alive from the dead with the Life of God (born again).  

C. Born again – (Gk. anothen) – from above.

1. Enter into the kingdom is dependent upon

a. John 3.3 – being born again (from above)
b. John 3.5 – being born of water and Spirit (water of placenta, meaning physical and spiritual birth)

2.   What happened to me?

a. Titus 3.5 – washing of regeneration and renewing of the Holy Spirit.

b. Scripture with the same use of the word washing 

i. Eph. 5.26 – that He might sanctify and cleanse her (the church) with the washing of water by the word.

ii.  Heb. 10.22 – let us draw near…having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.

V.  Uses of the phrase “IN Christ”
Analogy: Beverly Hill Billys, were they millionaires when the oil was found or before then?  They were always millionaires, as soon as they bought the property (as soon as we accept Christ).  They just did not experience the effects of being a millionaire (in Christ) until the oil was found (until we understand the truth).

VI.
Acceptance
A. Importance of Acceptance

It has been said that "all our behavior is to either to gain acceptance or to avoid rejection". Acceptance is the opposite of rejection and it is the motivating force behind our actions and reactions.


B.  Acceptance Defined
Acceptance - a God-given need in every person, regardless of culture, nationality, gender, age or race to feel welcomed and received without fear of ever being judged, criticized or rejected.

Fleshly Attempts to Gain Acceptance
A.  As a descendent of Adam, we have a self-centered  approach in our search for acceptance.

1.  Our parents’ acceptance or rejection of us gives us our first and most 
important focus on our acceptability.

        

2.  Later, our siblings’ and peers’ acceptance or rejection of us increases our 

focus on ourselves.

3. We soon develop ways to measure our acceptability

a. Appearance

b. Possessions

c. Abilities

d. Personality

e. Achievements

B.  Christians often develop a religion-centered approach for gaining 
acceptance.

1.  Most Christians focus on the same areas to determine their acceptability,   but they are disguised in behaviors such as:  a) having a quiet time, b) witnessing, c) not sinning, d) church attendance, e) spiritual gifts, etc.(good works are good if right motivation)
2.  One of the biggest techniques used to gain acceptance is performance

also called performance based acceptance (performance + what other’s think = acceptance).

        
C.  Often our attempts for acceptance result in  other-centered approaches.



1.  Codependency



a.  Assuming the responsibility for other people's problems




b   An unhealthy need to be needed (need to fix others)


2.  Toxic Relationships 




a.  Often a person will find an unhealthy relationship to create a need 


for themselves.  




b.  Parent / Child "I've given my life for my children"

D.  The problem with all of these is that the focus is on self for acceptance and 
that of course is  flesh.
1.  Flesh - all of the techniques a person develops to attempt to gain acceptance (as well as significance).  For example, Perfectionism - "I must do it perfectly to be acceptable"  or Passivity   "If I do not attempt it, I cannot fail.  If I don't fail, I can't feel unacceptable".

2.  Often, it is not that I don't love myself enough, it's that I love myself too much which keeps me focused on me.  (Pride)
